Professors Sabatino and Lejeune are the co-editors of the book Modern Architecture and
the Mediterranean Vernacular Dialogues and Contested Identities, Routledge, 2010 and the
authors of many other books and papers.

The conference takes place in the context of the celebration or the 30" anniversary of the
founding of the Union of Mediterranean Architects (UMAR) by the Rabat Declaration in
Morocco, on January 15, 1994 and the founding General Assembly of July 1, 1994 in
Rethymnon, Crete.

Parallel events will be taking place in the city of Chania, as part of the celebrations for the 40™
anniversary of the Technical University and the 20" anniversary of its School of Architecture.
